FRENCH _Module de Recherche


In French, literature will be used as a mean to understand the big idea and explore the lines of inquiry. Students will  explore newspaper extracts on sustainable development in Mauritius (MDI) and Rodrigues ,view  videos on you tube on the same theme , discuss the poem “La planète malade”.They will use different reading strategies to comprehend oral and written texts and will learn more during this unit about how to synthesise information from various sources. In our writing workshop, they will focus more on the description of a natural place and the writing of a journal. They will still connect, visualize, find similarities and differences between them and Ichiro in the reading and conceptual understanding of the novel. “L`enfant d`Hiroshima” (mother and son) started since the start of the year. This is a selection of letters and notes between a young high school boy and his mother, exchanged in a three-year period from 1944 to 1948. Students will again enter the beautiful and serene intimacy of this mother and son to learn and to share their courage for the humble round of daily chores in the adversity of wartime, to be proud that we are members of the same human race ,be proud and thankful to have a mum.


 








Language


Children will carry on writing a variety of texts such as poems about use of resources and informative texts on management of resources in both Mauritius and Rodrigues. 





In class, children will read non-fiction texts to gather information about finite resources. 





They will show comprehension of texts by comparing and organising information and ideas collected to provide evidence for a particular point of view. 





They will gain a deeper insight into the writing process (prewriting, drafting, revising, editing and publishing). Children will learn various strategies to help them at different stages of the writing process. 





Prewriting and drafting: Use graphic organizers (storyboard, webs, Mind maps, lists, etc.) to generate ideas prior to writing.





Revision: Add details, change beginning, middle or ending, use a dictionary or a thesaurus to find better words and learn the features of a paragraph. 





Proofreading: understand how to use proofreading symbols, punctuate dialogue and use verb tenses consistently.





Publish: Investigate decisions writers make (format, illustrations, captions, type and size of font to use) to find the best way to publish their work.
